Part I: 

There are seven judges in Olympic springboard diving competition. The divers’ scores are computed by the following method:

1. The judges rate each dive with a mark ranging from 0 to 10 in full-or half-point increments. 
2. The highest and lowest marks are dropped. 
3. The remaining marks are added together.

4. The sum is then multiplied by the degree of difficulty (1.2 to 3.6). 
5. This total is then multiplied by 0.6 in order to make the scores comparable to competitions with five judges.
